Bel Royal (Memoria Dick Clements x Sorcerer’s Apprentice)                   

is a chartreuse flower overlaid with cranberry red which should give  

a brilliant color when combined with the purple of Phrag. kovachii  

which has not proven to be dominate. We believe the flowers will  

be as large, maybe larger, than the Allison Strohm (kovachii x Living Fire).    

 

Phrag. besseae var. flavum   $25 each - 2 ¼: pot 

           (‘Carolina Moon’ x ‘Moss Landing Sunset’)  

          

Two of our best besseae var. flavum clones combined to make  

outstanding progeny.
